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	Physical Development
Children will know the importance of good health and the need for physical exercise, a healthy diet, and talk about ways to keep healthy and safe.
	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

Children play co-operatively, taking turns with others. They take account of one another’s ideas about how to organise their activity.
	Communication and Language
The class will look to answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions about their experiences and in response to stories or events. Express themselves effectively, showing awareness of listeners’ needs. Develop their own explanations by connecting ideas and events.

	Mathematics

Numbers

Says the number that is one more than a given number. Counts reliably with numbers from one to 20, places them in order and says which number is one more or one less than a given number. Using quantities and objects, adds and subtracts two single-digit numbers and counts on or back to find the answer. Shape, Space and Measures
Selects a particular named shape.

Can describe their relative position such as ‘behind’ or ‘next to’. Uses familiar objects and common shapes to create and recreate patterns and build models. Recognises, creates and describes patterns. Explores characteristics of everyday objects and shapes and uses mathematical language to describe them.
	Superheroes
Who are the superheroes in your life? Why are they superheroes? Are you a superhero and why? This is a topic that focuses on the hero in all of us; a fun topic that focuses on ourselves, our families, superhero animals, superhero vehicles, the people around us who help us such as teachers, doctors, religious leaders, police and fire fighters.
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	Literacy

We will continue our phonics with Read, write Inc. To recognise tricky words. Children use their phonic knowledge to write words in ways which match their spoken sounds. They also write some irregular common words. We will be looking at rhyming words.

	
	
	Understanding the World
In class we will make observations of animals and plants and explain why some things occur, and talk about changes.

	
	
	Expressive Arts and Design
Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function. Use what they have learnt about media and materials in original ways, thinking about uses and purposes. Represent their own ideas, thoughts and feelings through art.

	Home learning 

We will be sending children home with individual pots with numbers, and words that we would love for you to challenge your child on a daily basis. This is great to embed the skills they learn at school. Little and often really works.
	Spare clothes/Clothing
Can you please ensure your children’s clothes have their name clearly marked?  If your child borrows any of our spare clothes, could you please send it back into school once it’s been washed?
	PE kit

PE kit is advised to be kept in school throughout the term and will consist of white t-shirt, blue shorts and black sand shoes. PE this term will be on Tuesday’s and Friday’s. Children must have kit to get the green standard.
