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	Happy New year and welcome back. We hope you have all had a lovely Christmas and are ready to return back to school. This half term we will be settling into our new classroom and getting straight back into our normal routines.


	Physical Development
Every Tuesday afternoon this half term we will be doing rugby with Cramlington rockets.

	Topic

This half term we will be focusing our attention on our local environment. We will be using forest school to observe how seeds and bulbs grow into plants.
