	We hope you have had a lovely break and ready to return back to school. This half term Miss Fawcett will be working with year 3 and 4, alongside Miss Cole.
	Physical Development
Year 3 will now go swimming on a Wednesday afternoon, and therefore children must have their swimming kit on this day. Year 3 will also have Forest School on a Friday.

Year 4 will have PE on a Wednesday afternoon whilst year 3 are swimming, alongside another PE lesson on a Friday afternoon with Newcastle United Football Club. Children must have an indoor and outdoor PE kit in school all week as this may change depending on commitments that week.
	Topic
Year 3 and 4’s topic this term is Spain.
During this topic the children will have the opportunity to explore the cultures and daily life of Spanish people. They will learn about the location of Spain and participate in some map reading in geography. Year 3 and 4 will also have the opportunity to learn about the famous Spanish artist Picasso in art, replicating some of his work for themselves. 



	Literacy

This term year 3 and 4 are focusing on non-chronological report writing. The children will be looking at some non-chronological reports, which have a Harry Potter theme, as a class, to ‘magpie’ and replicate ideas to create their own. 
We are continuing to use the literature works approach using strategies to develop the children’s writing and ideas. 
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	Mathematics

Year 3 and 4 will continue to use the mastery approach in maths. We will cover fractions this half term, in which we will look at how to calculate fractions of quantities, equivalent fractions, addition and subtraction of fractions and problem solving with fractions.  
In math the children will interact with practical resources as well as looking at pictorial and abstract representations to deepen understanding. 

	Homework and reading

Reading folders should be brought into school daily. Homework will be given on a Friday and is expected to return back into school on a Tuesday. Homework is now part of progress files so it is important to be completed.
	Science

This half term year 3 and 4 will be covering the topic of light in science. The children will have opportunities to investigate light using reflectors, mirrors and shadows, with the ultimate aim of creating and performing a shadow puppet show.  
	PE kit

Kits should be brought into school on the first day of term and we suggest you leave it until half term.

Remember they’ll need: a plain white t shirt, blue/black shorts, sandshoes/trainers. 

	Educational visits

Year 3 and 4 will be visiting Alnwick Castle on 3rd May 2018 as part of their Harry Potter themed report writing in literacy. Year 4 will also be visiting the Nissan Sunderland plant with year 5 on 11th May 2018, as an exciting opportunity to experience the world of manufacturing. Letters will be sent out closer to the time however permission slips must be returned or unfortunately children will be unable to attend the trip.
