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	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
We will think about different feelings and why we might feel this way. We will share our feelings with our friends. We will try to solve our own problems with our friends. We will also explore the thoughts and opinions of others as we discuss the importance of showing respect. 
	Physical Development
Through weekly rugby and ball games sessions, we will develop agility, balance, speed, running and throwing and catching. We will also develop communication and sporting values by taking part in team games. 
	Science 
This half term, children will be learning about electricity. They will learn about uses of electricity how to make electrical circuits and the importance of using electricity safely. Children will also work scientifically by making predictions, designing experiments, conducting investigations and recordings results and conclusions.  

	Literacy
Children will be start with phonics and spelling lessons each morning.  Children will continue to develop expressive language through wider reading of topics and whole class discussions. Children will learn to write for a range of purposes and audiences. This half-term, children will be learning how to write stories and information texts. 

	Ancient Egyptians 

	Mathematics
This term we will build on using place value to read and write numbers, compare numbers, organise and order numbers and make numbers. Children will also use written method for addition and subtraction.  

	History and geography
Through studying the ancient Egyptians, children will learn to use maps and atlases to gain an understanding of world geography, learn about chronology and timelines and understand how legacy of the ancient Egyptian. Children will also look at pictures, artefacts and texts to make inferences and take part in group discussions. 
	
	D&T and Art
 We will be using a range of materials to design, edit, evaluate and create designs for different purposes and functions. Children will create their own Egyptian portraits, make Egyptian mummies and design and make their own jewellery fit for a pharaoh. 

	Homework and reading

Reading folders should be brought into school daily. We ask that you read with children at least twice a week, and ask questions to develop their comprehension of the texts. Children read for 10 minutes every morning and need their reading book in school every day.
