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	Physical Development
Children will work on their fundamental movements and start to look towards gaining skills to enable them to participate in our school sports day.  Children will learn to show good control and co-ordination in large and small movements. They will move confidently in a range of ways, safely negotiating space. They will handle equipment and tools effectively, including pencils for writing.
	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

Children will be confident when speaking in a familiar group, talk about their ideas, and choose the resources needed for their chosen activities. Play co-operatively, taking turns with others. Take account of one another’s ideas about how to organise their activity. Show sensitivity to others’ needs and feelings, and form positive relationships with adults and other children.
	Communication and Language
Children will listen attentively in a range of situations. Listen to stories, accurately anticipating key events and respond to what they hear with relevant comments, questions or actions. Follow instructions involving several ideas or actions. Express themselves effectively, showing awareness of listeners’ needs.

	Mathematics
We are learning this term to:
Numbers

Counts actions or objects which cannot be moved. Counts objects to 10, and beginning to count beyond 10.

Says the number that is one more than a given number. In practical activities and discussion, is beginning to use the vocabulary involved in adding and subtracting. Counts reliably with numbers from one to 20, places them in order and says which number is one more or one less than a given number. Solves problems, including doubling, halving and sharing.

Shape, Space and Measure

Uses familiar objects and common shapes to create and recreate patterns and build models. Is beginning to use everyday language related to money. Orders and sequences familiar events. Uses everyday language to talk about size, weight, capacity, position, distance, time and money to solve problems.

Recognises, creates and describes patterns.
	Animals
Animals are always fascinating to children and this topic details numerous creative and exciting learning activities inspired by this stimulus.

What pets do you have at home? How do you care for them? What habitats do they need to help them thrive? How does a vet help animals? Do you know about exotic pets? Which pets did people have in the past?
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	Literacy

We will learn to read and understand simple sentences. Use vocabulary influenced by experience of books. Write labels and captions. Write simple sentences. Write some words spelt correctly. Use our phonic knowledge to write words in ways which match their spoken sounds.

	
	
	Understanding the World
We will talk about past and present events in their own lives and in the lives of family members. Know about similarities and differences in relation to living things. Talk about the features of their own immediate environment and how environments might vary from one another. Make observations of animals and plants and explain why some things occur.

	
	
	Expressive Arts and Design
Children will sing songs, make music and dance. Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function. Use what they have learnt about media and materials in original ways, thinking about uses and purposes. Represent their own ideas, thoughts and feelings through design and technology, art, music, dance, role-play and stories.

	Home learning 

We will be sending children home with individual pots with numbers, and words that we would love for you to challenge your child on a daily basis. This is great to embed the skills they learn at school. Little and often really works.
	Spare clothes/Clothing
