	Communication and Language

It is important that children are supported and encouraged to use language to communicate to the staff and also to their peers so this will be a focus too.
	Physical Development
The children will practise putting their own shoes and coats on to develop their independence. 
We will be doing some physical development sessions outside and in the hall too which will focus on running, climbing and kicking a ball.
