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	We hope you have had a lovely break and ready to return back to the last term of the school year. This half term Miss Fawcett will be working with year 3 and 4. Mrs Ellis and Mrs Brown will be working with year 1 and 2. 
	Physical Development
Every Tuesday afternoon this half term year 1/ 2 will be doing rugby with Cramlington rockets and Thursday with NUFC.
Year 1 will also have another PE lesson on a Friday with Newcastle United Football Club, while year 2 our outside in forest school. Children must have an indoor and outdoor PE kit in school all week as this may change depending on commitments that week.
	Topic
This Term Year 1 and 2 will be joining Reception in an afternoon with Mr Alan.  They will be focusing on the carnival of animals this half term. 

	Literacy
