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	Physical Development
This term the focus will be dance and team games leading to our summer sports day.
Miss Taylor is now trained in yoga so we will have yoga lessons too. 

We will continue to develop our fine motor skills and scissor skills in our finger gym as well as part of our daily registration.

	Literacy

In Literacy we will introduce the children to a range of books involving animals and explore them through talk4 writing. The children will be encouraged to recite a story, innovate the story and then create their own story with a similar theme. We will continue daily phonics lessons with and Read, Write Inc. These lessons will be where we practise our sounds and look to develop early reading skills.
	Communication and Language
We will be looking at enriching our language with the use of 
Black sheep narrative where we will develop questioning, listening and talking.  We will continue to use our words in our play and also to retell stories and events. We will develop conversations with our peers. We will listen to and follow longer instructions, e.g. get a pencil and some paper and then sit down.


	Mathematics

We will be focusing on number – recognition and writing as well as counting number 0-10. Looking at 1 more and 1 less.  We will also explore 2D shape asking the question how many sides and corners does it have? 
	Animals


	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

We will think about different feelings and why we might feel this way. We will share our feelings with our friends.

We will try to solve our own problems with our friends.

	Understanding the World
Through our animal topic we will be looking at the world via animals and comparing the area we live in to the areas of others. 
	
	Expressive Arts and Design
We will explore musical instruments and the different sounds we can make with instruments.  This includes our new area in the Early years garden.
We will also develop our role play by being supported to make our own resources to add into our games. 

	Homework 

We will be sending children home with individual pots with numbers, colours and number lines that we would love for you to challenge your child on a daily basis. 
	Spare clothes/Clothing
Can you please ensure your children’s clothes have their name clearly marked?  If your child borrows any of our spare clothes, could you please send it back into school once it’s been washed?
	PE kit

Nursery will have PE on Friday. Children generally do this is bare feet and we remove jumpers as they are too young to change independently for PE at this stage.
