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	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
We will try to solve our own problems with our friends. We will become more aware of our own feelings and reasons we feel that way.
	Physical Development
We will practice moving creatively in different ways to music. We will travel on, under and through equipment.

We will continue to think about how we can keep healthy and safe, making sure we are using these things in our lives.
	Communication and Language
We will continue to use our words in our play and also to retell stories and events. We will also make up our own narratives.

We will answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions in response to stories and events. 

	Literacy
We will continue daily Read, Write Inc phonics lessons where we’ll practise our sound and reading skills. In Literacy we will be learning and editing poems using Talk4Writing. 
	Animals
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	Mathematics
We will continue our big focus on number – recognising and writing as well as counting. We will explore addition and subtraction further as well as sharing, money, and 2D/3D shapes.

	Understanding the World
We will do a lot of work on understanding the world – we’ll be comparing places and objects looking at similarities and differences between them. We will look at how people / plants / animals change over time.

	
	Expressive Arts and Design
We will explore musical instruments and the different sounds we can make with instruments. We will make models which we will evaluate and adapt. We will use a range of construction materials, such as various sizes of LEGO etc to build with.
